RECOGNIZE A LEAK

Natural gas is lighter than air and will rise. Leaking natural gas is potentially dangerous. Although it is non -
toxic it can displace the oxygen you breath causing suffocation.

You can recognize a leak:

3 By SmellA natural gas leak is detected by a strong odor of a chemical used called Mercaptan, which is added to natural
gas.

3 By Sighti A dense white cloud over a pipeline, or by discolored or dead vegetation surrounding the gas line. These may
indicate a gas leak.

3 By Sound-An unusual noise coming from the natural gas line similar to a hissing or roaring sound. This may also indicate
a gas leak.

What SHOULD you do: What NOT to do:

R LEAVE the leak area immediately. B DO NOT light a match.

NATURAL GAS SAFETY
Carbon Monoxide Awareness:

Carbon Monoxide can be a by-product of an inefficient or improperly working gas fired appliance. Carbon Monoxide is a
colorless, odorless, poisonous gas that kills more than 200 people in the U.S. every year. Make sure equipment is in good
working order and properly vented. Check flues and chimneys to be sure they are clean of debris.

Common symptoms include: Dizziness, Shortness of breath, Headaches, Confusion, Nausea, Fainting.

Natural gas is dependable and safe when used properly. If you suspect a Carbon Monoxide problem please notify the
management as soon as possible.

THE GAS PIPELINE NETWORK

There are over 300,000 miles of natural gas pipelines in the United States. Pipelines are the safest, most reliable method of
transportation. Natural gas provides about 24 percent of all energy used in the United States.

Pipelines are made of steel or a PE plastic pipe buried underground. They are tested and maintained through the use of
diagnostic tools and cathodic protection systems. On site personnel will work with local police and fire departments in the
event of an emergency.

Our hope through this communication is to provide you with information to assist you in recognizing a leak, as well as how to
respond to natural gas odors, and how to react to potential hazards associated with natural gas.

You are required by state law to notify Indiana Underground Plant Protection System (IUPPS) not less than 2 working days
before digging, excavating, or demolition work. An example of such activities include, but are not limited to, landscaping,
installing fences, or major construction projects. The member utility companies will send a representative to mark their
underground facility at your location.

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PUBLIC DISTURBANCE and CRIME PREVENTION

In the event of a public disturbance or knowledge of a criminal act contact local police
by calling 911 if it is an emergency or 812 -349-4477 for non-emergency situations. In
case of an extreme emergency you can contact Civil Defense at 812 -349-2546.

In order to be prepared you may consider the following precautions:

Avoid unnecessary inquires that will tie up
communication systems.

If an aggressor should enter your home, be courteous and
do not provoke an incident.

In the event of a disturbance do not become a spectator.
Leave or avoid the area to prevent injury.

Protect your household by keeping windows and doors
locked at all times and window blinds closed.

Avoid door and window areas if there is a disturbance
outside.

Be sure your home has a clear route of egress from each
room. Do not block windows, doors and hallways.

Do not hide keys in planters or under doormats. Instead,
leave an extra set of keys with a trusted neighbor or
friend.

Be sure your street address number is clear of
obstruction, and well lighted so police and other
emergency personnel can find your home quickly.

directories, and lobbies, use only your first initial.

Never let strangers into your home without checking
their identification. Call their company if you are not
sure. Use the peepholes in your door.

Get to know your neighbors and keep their phone
numbers handy for emergencies.

Getting involved with community programs, such as your
neighborhood Association, would help you take an active
part in the safety of your community.

Be sure your home has emergency numbers near
telephones and first -aid supplies.

Be sure your children are aware of emergency numbers
and who to contact in case of emergency.

Be sure you have batteries, flashlights and other
emergency supplies available, in case of an emergency.
